
Square Roots was the very first album put together by what was then Folk Roots magazine,
released on vinyl and cassette only. A few of the tracks have subsequently appeared on other
compilations but this is the first time that the whole set has been made available digitally. One
track from the original LP has been changed as its owner could not be traced.
